 Rex Deputy Chairman the Hon John Sharp AM says, “At Rex, our heart is in the country 
and our deepest thoughts and prayers go out to all residents in regional areas experiencing 
hardships because of the fires in NSW and QLD. We are in solidarity with regional Australia 
and the impacts of natural disasters, and this is why the Rex Relief Fund was established.” 
 
“Rex has the largest network in regional and rural Australia with 60 destinations, and most of 
those locations are in NSW and QLD. We are committed to supporting the regions through 
this time of hardship, and we have waived excess baggage fees for all fire fighters helping to 
combat the fires.”
