“Together with AlburyCity, we have been looking at ways to promote flying over driving between 
Albury and Melbourne, and based on the success of the Community Fare scheme throughout Rex’s 
network, we are confident that the scheme will stimulate air travel between Albury and Melbourne to 
the mutual benefit of Rex and the City of Albury.”
